ACTION STEP:  None 

	TOPIC:  Alcohol Awareness Month – April 
· Heidi shared that there are a lot of activities going on for Alcohol Awareness month.  The youth in YLC are doing a variety of things.  Some new and some old.  

· Heidi said Sticker Shock is being done this week on Wednesday and Thursday.  The coalition is working with Fleck sales and they provided the coalition with posters and cooler clings with the STOP message on them.  All of the local businesses have agreed to participate again this year.  Heidi shared that the students are from both Van Buren and Harmony and there is a good sized group of them helping with this activity.  
· Heidi shared that peer teaching will be going on next week with 4th, 5th & 6th graders at Van Buren and 5th & 6th graders at Harmony.  She said there will be a number of peer teaching groups going out doing different peer teaching activities.  5th Graders will be doing letters to seniors again as they have done in the past.  Heidi shared that the coalition is almost to the graduating class that started writing letters to seniors in 5th grade.  She said next years seniors will have the letters they wrote as 5th graders.  6th grade will be doing recruitment for YLC for next year as well as some other activities that the YLC members have planned.

	Topic: Lets Go Fly a Kite – April 19th 
· The YLC members planned a kite flying event for Alcohol Awareness Month.  Heidi found it interesting that the students wanted to do this because at the beginning of the year Mrs. Beames had brought her an article on a kite flying event she felt would be a good activity.    Heidi passed out fliers for members to hang in the community.  Heidi shared that fliers were sent home with elementary students on Monday.  She said that they will be selling kites at the event that were purchased from Oriental Trading.  There will also be a bake sale and free activities – kick ball, bean bag toss, coloring sheets, signs on the fences, chants, music, etc.  It is a free event other than kites and the bake sale. People can bring their own kites as well.

	Topic: Drug Take Back Day – April 27th – 10:00 am -2:00 pm
· Heidi passed out fliers for the coalition members to take and hang in the community.  Heidi shared that Kris has been working on putting this out in the media – radio, websites, coalition website & blog.  Other advertisement has been on the coalitions Facebook page, stickers on bags at Lees, etc.    

· Melissa asked if it says what they take – just pills or liquids too.  Heidi said they take everything but sharps.  She said if someone cannot make it that day arrangements can be made with the Sheriff’s office to take them.  She said that if they are not controlled substances that Lee’s can take them as well at any time.  

· Heidi shared that the Sheriff’s Reserve Officers run the event and the coalition just helps with promotion.

	Topic: Town Hall – RAGBRAI Meeting
· Heidi said she has not heard back from Tavia since the state meeting Tavia was attending.    She said she hopes to hear from her shortly.  She said she did speak with Karen Freund from ABD and she is willing to come down and do a presentation specifically for RAGBRAI and the plan is to hold that meeting the last week of May.  That would give any vendors in the county wanting to set up a booth and sell alcohol or for businesses wanting to do out door sales and needing a special license an opportunity to hear from ABD what they need to do and have three weeks to turn in their paper work and be approved for licenses.  Heidi said that she met with the auditor’s office about when they would like to have the paperwork in order to have it processed by the date.  Heidi said after talking to them she had developed a time line that will be passed out to the businesses and vendors who attend the town hall.  
· Heidi said that those who volunteered to help with this event she will be reaching out to them in the next couple of weeks with work that needs to be done for the event.  She said it may be helping the day of the event or distributing fliers.  She said Karen will be taking care of the entire presentation and the coalition will just be supporting her that day.  Heidi said she will be looking for help to get the word out.  She said she will get the info to Tavia to pass out to businesses and vendors interested in this type of booth or event during the RAGBRAI event.  She also shared that Karen can send it out through her ABD network to local businesses through her list serve.  She also said that the coalition can send out info with the contact list it has for the local businesses.  Heidi asked that if any of the coalition members knows of an organization or group (4-H, Boy Scouts, Softball, etc.) that would be interested in selling alcohol and would not be contacted through the previously stated networks to please pass the information on to them.  She shared that there will be an ad in the paper for the town hall.  Please spread the word that there will be an informational meeting for the licenses and requirements that will need to be met.

· Tonja asked if the groups would still need to go through the city councils and board of supervisors.  Heidi said yes they would.  Heidi shared that she checked with the auditor on this and just like with any special 5 day license they will have to submit paperwork, drawing and what they want to sell.  The auditor pointed out that the Birmingham Council, Keosauqua Council and the Board of Supervisors will all need to be involved in the licenses depending on where people want to set up their stand.  Tonja asked if it would be a good idea to share some information with the city councils and the board of supervisors ahead of time so they can know what is available to groups that come to them.  Heidi said that the local governments will need this information for their May meetings and that she will work on getting that information to them for their May meetings.  
· Julie asked what people need to do if they are not selling alcohol but want to sell food.  Tonja said they will need to go through the RAGBRAI committee and the chamber for Keosauqua.  Tonja said depending on what they sell they may have to have a health inspection and sales tax permit.  Julie said it would be good for that information to be provided as well.  She was not sure that would be something for the town hall but it needs to be shared.  Heidi said she would talk to Tavia about attending the Town Hall and being willing to answer questions at it about those things.  Heidi said she expects their will be some promotion by the RAGBRAI committee for community members.  Ginger asked if it would be beneficial for the city councils and board supervisors to attend the meeting as they are the ones who will approve the licenses and permits.  Heidi said potentially some will attend.  She said at the last ABD meeting the city clerk and auditors office did attend.  She said the cities maybe would be good for this, especially Birmingham as she is not sure how often they have done events like this.  
· Melissa asked if it will be going through Bonaparte.  Heidi said yes it will be so Bonaparte also needs to be included in all of this.

	TOPIC:  Workgroups 
DISCUSSION:

· Heidi shared that the members in attendance are going to break into work groups again and work on that information.    She said there are sticky notes on each packet with information to be considered and worked on.  She shared the groups are parents, worksites/industry, hospital and near peer.  She said Melissa is in charge of worksites/industries, Ginger is in charge of parents, Tonja is in charge of near peers and Kris is in charge of hospital for today.  
· The members then broke into groups and worked on these issues.  

· Heidi asked if there were any questions about the work that was done today.  Ginger said her biggest question is about the 7th grade orientation and how to reach the parents of those students.  Julie asked about data entry for the warrior assemblies and whether or not that has been going on.  Heidi said that would be a good idea to enter that data.  Kris asked if the extra curricular activities are being tracked by the school as to who is in what one.  Heidi said it could be done by the coalition because it would be good to track for the purpose of school climate.  Everyone agreed that it would be good to track this information.  There was a discussion on 4+ and what that means – students are involved in 4 or more extra curricular activities in the school.  Ginger said she shared with Amanda that if there is a topic that they need help with to contact Heidi or herself so that the coalition or one of the other community groups/boards can help PAT with their trainings.  Heidi said one of the issues she is going to try to address with them is connecting what they are doing in homes with our data and making sure they have resources for when they encounter drug endangered homes.  Ginger said they need to fill out reports on how they use the training provided by the coalition.  Heidi said it would be good to have information on their procedure.  
· Heidi shared that the coalition will continue to work on these issues.
